Mr. Moore attended Glass-
boro State College, and more recently participated in master classes
in Europe. He has appeared in concert with the Hradec Kralové
Philharmonic in the Czech Republic, and with the Hermitage
Chamber Orchestra in St. Petersburg. He is a classical music
announcer at Temple University Public Radio, WRTI, 90.1 FM.
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Emilie Young, though born in Philadelphia, grew up in Japan, the
youngest of six children in a musical family. At the age of 18 she

‘returned to America and attended Wheaton College, earning a

Bachelor’s Degree in Music Performance. In 1997, Ms. Young
received her Master’s Degree in Performance from the Eastman
School of Music in Rochester, NY.
